By the battle of Gettysburg in July 1863, the 3-
inch Ordnance Rifle Model 1861 was the most 
important type of cannon in service with the Army 
of the Potomac.  Of 372 artillery pieces on the 
Federal gun lines, 150 were Ordnance Rifles.  An 
estimated 75 more armed the Confederates on the 
same field.   By the close of the war Phoenix Iron 
Works, of Phoenixville, Pennsylvania, delivered 
866 examples of this weapon.  Phoenix added 91 
more after the end of hostilities before closing 
production in January 1867. With such numbers 
there is little wonder the weapon is familiar to 
battlefield visitors today.
